WASHINGTON, DC — One million miles from Earth, a NASA camera
is capturing unexpected flashes of light reflecting off our planet

The homeward-facing instrument on NOAA's Deep Space Climate
Observatory, or DSCOVR, launched in 2015, caught hundreds of
these flashes over the span of a year. NASA's Earth Polychromatic
Imaging Camera (EPIC) instrument aboard DSCOVR is taking almost-
hourly images of the sunlit planet from its spot between Earth and the
sun. In a new study, scientists deciphered the tiny cause to the big
reflections: high-altitude, horizontally oriented ice crystals
