Flash floods affecting Afghanistan over the past 7 days have claimed lives of at least 34 people and left 4
injured. Severe weather hit the country following an unusually dry winter.

Hashmat Khan Bahaduri, spokesman for the Afghanistan Natural Disaster Management Authority
(ANDMA), said that flooding affected 11 provinces (Samangan, Takhar, Kapisa, Baghlan, Badakhshan,
Badghis, Ghor, Panjshir, Sari Pul, Ghazni and Parwan), destroyed 240 homes and damaged 624. Around
600 animals have also been killed and 80 ha (197 acres) of agricultural land severely damaged.

Bahaduri added that floods came after an unusually dry winter that has led to drought in many areas,
underlining Afghanistan’s vulnerability to natural disasters.
