Fabio appears to have taken a brief pause in its intensification.
A well-defined convective band wraps from the southeast around to
the west of the low-level center, but 89-ghz microwave imagery and
scatterometer data indicate that the cyclone has not yet developed
a tight inner core.

(Reuters) — Four wildfires burned in Northern California on Tuesday, threatening
hundreds of homes, while another blaze in an area of New Mexico hard hit by
drought will force most of a sprawling national park to close, fire officials said.

The most damaging blaze, the Pawnee Fire, bured in Lake County near the
Mendocino National Forest, 70 miles (110 km) northwest of Sacramento. It had
destroyed 22 buildings and charred 11,500 acres (4,654 hectares) by Tuesday
afternoon, according to the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection
