BULLHEAD CITY, Ariz. (AP) - Authorities lifted
evacuation orders for most of the 1,000 homes threatensed
by a wildfire near the Arizona-California line, one of
several blazing across the tinder-dry West.

The fire in Arizona's Mohave Valley area chewed
through 10 square miles and remained uncontrolled
Monday.

Evacuation orders were Lifted for 900
homes after crews made solid afforts
in protecting them and conditions
becames more favorable, said Byron
Steward, Mohave County emergency
management ccordinator.

The wildfire broke out Saturday in
the Havasu National Wildkife Refuge.

August 2015 — EGYPT — At least g3 people have died during a heat wave in Egypt this week that sent air
temperatures soaring to as high as 115 degrees Fahrenheit in southemn parts of the country, the nation’s
official Middle East News Agency (MENA) reported Friday, With high temperatures in the forecast for this
weekend, authorities fear the death toll may continue to mount. Detainzes and older people ars members of
two of the groups at the greatest risk of death during the heat wave, Most of the associated fatalities this week
have been clder people, MENA said. However. thres patients at a psychiatric hospital and three prisonersina
jail also have periched. Demographic information has not been releaszd for all of the dead.

Several hundred people saffering heat exhaustion have been admitted to hospitals. and this fizure appears
likely to grow as temperatures in Cairo are expected to be in the arsa of 107 degrees Fahrenheit Sunday.
Egypt’s Ministry of Health told residents “not to leave home except for extreme necessity,” as it urged people
to stay indoors and away from direct sunlight. After the spate of deaths and hespitalizations related to heat
exhaustion, the Cairo Post published an article with tips to survive the heat wave, It advized readers to stay
inside, drink plenty of flnids and avoid very humid locations, as humidity can rapidly lead to dehydration. In
a country where most women wear hijabs, or head coverings, and many wear nigabs, head-to-toe coverings,
they are at high rick of overheating. Accordingly, the Post encouraged them to wear cotton products, which
breathe comparatively easily. Ezypt endured a similar heat wave last summer, when temperatures were also
well above 100 degrees Fahranheit for more than a week. —-IB Times

Seismologists studying a year-long swarm of thousands of mostly minor earthquakes in
northwest Nevada say they could be the precursor for a "big one,” although speculation that
they're related to a series of extinct volcanoes can't be ruled out.

The University of Nevada's Reno Nevada Seismological Laboratory announced Tuesday
that there have been 5,610 earthquakes in a swarm that started in July 2014 in the Sheldon
Mational Wildlife Refuge near the COregon border.

More than 200 have registered at a magnitude of
3 or greater, which is enough to be felt by
ranchers and residents nearby. The largest cne
hit on Mov. 6 with a magnitude of 4.7, although
there's also been a recent flare-up since mid-
July.

“It's kind of usual that it has lasted so long,” said
Ken Smith, a seismologist.

It's been a topic of discussion whether or not
those quakes stem from the extinct volcanos in
the Sheldon refuge collectively known as the
