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A 60,000 MILE SPLIT END: The solar cycle is currently reaching a nadir that
could set 2019 apart as the deepest Solar Minimum of the Space Age.
Sunspots are very scarce. Because the face of the sun is blank, observers are
turning their attention to the edge and, indeed, finding things to see

there. Amateur astronomer Alan Friedman sends this picture from his backyard
observatory in Buffalo, New York:

"On Oct. 15th | saw this prominence in the process of being released from its
magnetic bond to the solar disk," says Friedman. "It looked like very tall wispy
tuft of hair with a split end, which | measure to be about 60,000 miles high!"

Prominences are glowing clouds of hot gas held together by filaments of
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DEEP SOLAR MINIMUM: Solar Minimum is here--and it's a deep one. In fact,
2019 just passed 2018 in the race to the bottom of the solar cycle. As of today,
the sun has been blank (without sunspots) for 222 days in 2019. Last year
racked up only 221 days.

And it's only October... If the sun is blank for 47 more days this year, it will
capture the Space Age record for spotiessness previously set in 2008. You can
monitor the daily counts right here on Spaceweather.com.

Many people think Solar Minimum is a bore. Yesterday's G2-class geomagnetic
storm is a counterexample. During Solar Minimum, the sun's magnetic field
weakens, allowing streams of solar wind to leak out of its atmosphere. Those
streams lash Earth, sparking geomagnetic storms and auroras.
